Self Directed Support 

Self-directed support empowers people to direct 
their own care and support and to have 
informed choice about how their support is 
provided. 



Social Care (Self-directed Support) (Scotland) 
Act 2013 

 Option 1 direct payment 

 Option 2 the person directs the available   
 support 

 Option 3 the local authority arranges the    
 support
